
















• �Although typically there are probably fewer than 2,000 taste buds on a dog’s tongue their 
sense of taste works with the dog’s more sensitive sense of smell. Smell initially attracts a 
dog to food then taste and texture receptors take over.

• �Food is usually bolted down very quickly by dogs with hardly any chewing or time to taste 
it. Thus taste is not as important to dogs as it is to us humans. Dogs tend to judge whether 
something is good to eat by the way it smells, so the smellier the food the better they like it!
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
